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The survey was conducted online within the United States by Radius Global Market
Research on behalf of Sepsis Alliance on June 2-3, 2020, among more than 2,000
adults living in the U.S. The results were weighted to the U.S. census for age, gender,
region and income. Surveys were conducted in English.

What is sepsis?

Sepsis is the body’s life-threatening response to
an infection that affects 1.7 million people and

takes approximately 270,000 lives every year in
the United States alone.3
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Sepsis is the #1 cause of death in hospitals.?

Sepsis is the #1 cost of hospitalization in the U.S. consuming
more than $53 billion each year.>®

As many as 87% of all sepsis cases originate in the
community.3

Mortality rates are high. Mortality from sepsis increases as
much as 8% for every hour that treatment is delayed.®° As
many as 80% of sepsis deaths could be prevented with rapid
diagnosis and treatment.2

Sepsis affects over 49 million people worldwide each year
and is the largest killer of children — nearly 3.4 million each
year.10.11

More than 1.7 million people in the U.S. are diagnosed with
sepsis each year — 1 every 20 seconds.3

Every day, there is an average of 38 amputations in the U.S.
as the result of sepsis.12
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The 2020 Sepsis Alliance Annual Survey revealed both positive and troubling findings on the state of
sepsis awareness in the United States. Awareness of the term sepsis reached an all-time high of
71%, a significant increase over last year’s awareness level of 65%. However, awareness levels of the
term vary significantly among racial and ethnic groups, with people who identify as Black reporting

the lowest awareness levels (49%). Awareness of the signs and symptoms of sepsis is low at 15%
and is particularly low among people who identify as Black (5%).

Sepsis is the most common complication observed in severe cases of COVID-19,12 yet only about
one-third of adults are aware that it is a possible complication. This, coupled with lower sepsis
awareness levels among people who identify as Black and Hispanic, is especially concerning because
these communities have been disproportionally affected by COVID-19.13
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The survey also found that one-third of adults know at least one person who had sepsis, including

themselves. Many of those who reported having sepsis also reported experiencing mental, physical,
or emotional challenges. In addition, the survey found that higher sepsis awareness levels were
correlated with higher income levels.

Despite overall gains in sepsis awareness, the survey highlights the need for increased education
across all racial and ethnic groups on the signs and symptoms of sepsis, and a critical need for
increased sepsis awareness in communities of color, which have been hit hardest by COVID-19.13
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* 71% of respondents are aware of the term sepsis. This is a six percentincrease from 2019 (65%), and a 31%
increase from 2012 when Sepsis Alliancefirst conducted the survey online.

* Onlyone-third (34%) of adults are aware that sepsis is a potential complication of COVID-19. Fewer than
one-third (29%) of adults know that sepsis is a potential complication ofthe flu.

* Only49% of people who identify as Black are aware of the term sepsis, while 63% of people who identify as
Hispanic are aware of the term, and 76% of people who identify as white are aware of the term.

* Only 15% of adults can identify the four common signs and symptoms of sepsis, and one-quarter do not
know any of the symptoms.

* Only 5% of people who identified as Black can identify the four common symptoms of sepsis. Of people who
identify as white, 18% can identify these four symptoms.

* 79% of people who make an annualincome of $75,000 or more are aware of the term, whereas only 64% of
people who make $50,000 or less are aware of the term.

* 35% of people know at least one person who has had sepsis, includingthemselves. Of those who have had
sepsis, 30% report facing mental health challenges
